Showhall: Our NEW 30,000 sq ft facility, Harper College  Sport and Wellness Center, Building M,  is located on the 
                  college campus at 1200 W Algonquin Rd, Palatine, IL, 1.5 miles north of I-90 at Roselle Rd. 
                  Exhibitor entrance will be east of Roselle Rd, just north of Algonquin Rd. Directions  and unloading information will 
                  be sent with your confirmation. This is a lovely suburban campus, with ample FREE PARKING. 
                  loading access.  There are backdoor showhall level loading doors, with traffic assistance to ease entry and check-in. 
                 The showhall has central heating and is handicapped accessible.
                    
 Airport:  O’Hare Airport is located 20 minutes from the showhall. 
                LaQuinta- Hoffman Estates, the show hotel, has arranged a $20.00 taxi rate, one-way from/to O’Hare, with AllStarCab. 
                Reservations for this taxi service  must be made in advance - 847-658-1555. You will be picked up in the Limo area. 
                Cab service to other hotels is available from the airport taxi stands - rates will vary. Or check with other hotels for 
                available shuttle service.
                    
HOTELS: Show hotel La Quinta - Chgo/Hoffman Estates, IL - 2280 Barrington, Rd, 1-847-882-3312. Room rate is $50.15, 
                 NO pet deposit required - breakfast is included.  You must make your reservations by Feb 13, and mention LSCC.  
                 La Quinta will provide shuttle service, between the hotel and the showhall, for our fly-in exhibitors. 
                They’ve also arranged a great taxi rate from/to O’Hare. See above airport info.  
                There are 10 restaurants within 0 - 0.25 miles from the LaQuinta-Hoffman Estates.
                 Dozens of additional hotels and motels, in every price range, are available within minutes of the showhall in 
                 Hoffman Estates, Schaumburg,  Arlington Heights & Palatine, IL. We’ll post a list on our website www.lscats.org

  Permanent flats will be used. All entries must be registered with CFA except kittens. No kittens under the age of four months 
  will be  allowed in the show hall. This show is licensed by the Cat Fanciers' Association, Inc. All CFA Show Rules will be strictly 
  enforced.   To obtain a copy of the current Show Rules, send your request with $5 to CFA, PO Box 1005, 
  Manasquan, NJ 08736-1005. 

  This is a non-vetted show. You are advised to have your entries inoculated by a licensed veterinarian against feline enteritis, 
  feline rhinotraecheitis, calici virus, rabies and have FeL-V tested before entering.  All claws of all entries must be clipped 
  prior to benching. 

  Litter will be provided. Please bring litter pans, food/water dishes and cat food.  Single cage size is 21" x 21" x 21".

  Liability  Lincoln State Cat Club, Inc. will take reasonable care to safeguard the property of exhibitors. 
  Neither the club; its members, CFA; nor Harper College will be liable for any loss or damage.

  Household Pets  HHP will be judged in 8 rings.  Lovely awards will be given to the winners.
  Household pets 8 months and over MUST BE NEUTERED OR SPAYED.  The Show Committee may require proof of altering.  
  Altered HHP kittens (4 through 7 months) as well as unaltered HHP kittens may be shown in accordance with CFA show rules.  
  De-clawed cats cannot be shown in conformation classes per CFA show rules.
